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Creating and Combining Exterior Colours

The number of colours used on a facade depends on what
you want to achieve. Colour and Architecture go hand in
hand. You can create focus on the form by using different
contrasting colours or reduce the emphasis on the form by
giving the entire facade the same colour. You have to be
careful though not to create a visual chaos by using several
colours, harmony is key to achieve the perfect scheme.

For us at Hempel, we always recommend
a maximum of three colours, a mid-tone
for the larger majority of the facade a light
tone to compliment it and a deep tone to
highlight cornices and edges.
